WHAT DO YOU NEED TO DO?  (registration will open on May 1st) 

Check with your coordinator for deadlines and process. You will have to have your churches code to 

register.  Please do not pay online, use this code and pay the church. 

 Deadlines are  Early bird $230 before June 15th 

                         Regular registration $240  by June 30th    

                        Late registration $250 after June 30th   

 

We welcome anyone up to date of camp, but online will close at midnight on June 30th.  After that 

date please contact Dawn (girls camp) or Wes (boys camp) to let us know the name of the child, what 

church, shirt size, etc.  So we will be prepared as possible to have registration go smoothly for your 

child.

You must go to monaz.org  to register, if you are not registered on registration link by the 
dates listed above you are not registered for price breaks.  Payment will be made by one 
church check, no online payments offered this year.   
 
THINGS YOU SHOULD KNOW:   

Closed Campground Policy: Once campers arrive at Pinecrest, they will not be allowed to leave the 

grounds and return, unless cleared through the Directors prior to the start of camp. There are NO 

VISITORS allowed.  This is for the safety of your camper.  Please abide by this policy.

**SWIMWEAR: Girls MUST wear 1-piece swimsuits or a dark-colored t-shirt over their 2-piece suits 

or 1- piece suits that reveal tummy or sides.  All campers must wear clothing over swimwear while 

walking to and from swimming areas.   

 While packing, use this simple rule: “If in doubt, leave it out.”
